I started riding when I was 16. A friend let me ride their horse, and then offered
me some lessons at Hargate. Gradually I started helping out at the stables,
and went for a week’s work placement in my school holidays. I was then offered
a job at Hargate and left school with 3 AS Levels to work full time. I have
worked there for just over three years. I have nearly completed my Foundation
Apprenticeship, and am hoping to go on to start my Advanced Apprenticeship.
So far I have achieved the key skills in Communication and Application of
Number, and the CIEH Health and Safety. I have also ridden in a Masterclass
with Ian Stark.

Hargate is a very large equestrian centre. The facilities include a BHS Approved
riding school, 40m x 20m indoor floodlit school, 60m x 60m outdoor all weather
floodlit school, an American barn style stable block, two BSJA show jumping
arenas and a horse walker. As well as the riding school, we also offer full
liveries, part liveries, breaking and schooling and have quality horses for sale.
We also have a competition yard, with some fantastic horses, and up-and-
coming youngstock, mostly bred at Hargate. We run affiliated British Dressage competitions,
Trailblazers dressage, Trailblazers show jumping, and BSJA show jumping.  There is something
happening nearly every weekend and also Tuesday nights! In the summer, we hold qualifying
classes, for juniors and seniors. We have hosted junior second round British Novice classes, and
hold a Pony Premier Show, up to Junior Leading Show Jumper of the Year qualifiers. We also host
a Trailblazers Second Round, for both jumping and dressage, and hold our own Hargate Championship,
which is very popular.

I own a horse- Grace - a 15.1 Hh Connemarra x TB. She was bred
at Hargate, and is out of Welton Crackerjack. I bought her just
over a year ago, as a 4 year old, although I had been riding her
for six months previously. She has taken me from jumping Beginner
2 ft classes and clear rounds, to competing at BSJA British Novice
level and Trailblazer 95cm / 105cm classes. I am hoping to start
jumping Discovery classes and qualify for the British Novice second
round next season. Keeping her at Hargate is a major factor for
me, as I have no transport of my own, so this allows me to
compete where I wouldn’t otherwise be able. Working at such
a large centre has allowed me to build a vast general knowledge

of the world of horses. I work on all aspects of the shows including course building, running the
collecting rings, time and fence judging (for unaffiliated shows), preparing/setting arenas and
dressage writing. I also do general yard work, and am lucky enough to have the chance to ride
some top class horses and rising youngsters. I am very grateful for the opportunities Hargate and
Stubbing Court Training have given me, and hope to keep improving my riding and stable
management through hard work and making the most of any opportunities given to me.
